1.  Concerning calculators on the exam:


1. You will need the calculator,  just as on the midterm.


2. Answering a question asked by at least one of you: The Faculty of Science does not make a distinction between various types (programmable or not, etc.) of calculators as to whether they are permitted or not. I am told that they will not allow computers – which is good since the exam is a closed-book one.


3. The use of the calculator will be effectively limited by the requirement that the methods used in you work must be “historically appropriate” as much as this is reasonable (of course, a calculator is not, strictly speaking, historically appropriate for us). This requirement will be restated on the exam itself very clearly. It just means that you will have to use the methods that we in fact used in the course, in assignments, on the midterm – and you cannot use calculus, for instance. The main thing is that you will have to give justifications for everything, and a justification for a calculation is in the details of the calculation, which will have to be shown.  
2. Assignment 7 ‘s have been returned, and they can be picked up from the box in front of my door.   

3. I still owe you answers to assnmts 8 and 9. Also: the same for the problems-version of assnmt 6 (this is less important since the final exam will not contain that type of question).
